3)Lutheran Perspectives highlight Lutheran theological insights and catechetical connections drawn from
particular passages.

4) Faith Reflections provide commentary and questions that encourage life application.

One reviewer wrote this:
The best parts of Lutheran Study Bible are the essays which deal with how Luther read the Bible
and how we, in turn, read and interpret it. In Mary Jane Haemig's essay on Luther and the Bible,
she quotes Luther's statement "Christ's teaching should be orally continued giving no command
that it should be written". Luther saw the introduction of the mechanically printed Bibles, and
considered the need for the printed word to be "a serious decline and a lack of the Spirit which
necessity forced upon us..."' | am profoundly with Luther on this point, which is why Bible Study,
the weekly lectionary readings and the weekly sermon are my most effective paths to spiritual-
ity. This is also why this "Book of Life" initiative is important to Lutherans.

This new study Bible also contains many illustrated maps, diagrams, and charts. The Lutheran Bible Study
will sell for $34.99 in stores but is available in hardcover through the church for just $25.00 a copy. If you
